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WATER: A ssimple way to keep your horse performing on hot days

You know it's hot when walking from the front of
the truck to the back of the trailer leaves you dripping.
On days like that it feels like you lose as much
moisture as you take in. Around the show grounds
you see moms handing water bottles to kids, adults
with water bottles in their hands, and ring stewards
running for water as much as they run placings.

What about our horses? How much should they be drinking on
these days? what is normal for your horse?

approximately 6% of body weight has been lost. Less than
one-half that amount of dehydration causes a decrease in
physical performance in human athletes. The amount of
dehydration it takes to impact a horse’s performance is not
known, but your horse’s physical performance will be
decreased before physical signs of dehydration are apparent.

So, armed with this information, I estimate that my mare
should be drinking 6-20 gallons of water per day. I will
definitely be parking closer to the water spigot in the future.

I started giving it some thought in Gaylord as I trudged from the
wash rack to the trailer for the 3rd time - making a total of 5
buckets of water my mare drained during the day. [ was shocked TREAS U R E RS R E PO RT
and thinking next time I am parking closer to the water source.
